Title: Implementation of SNOMED CT in a Surgical Logbook iPad Application

Audience
This presentation is aimed at anyone involved in development of mobile applications or implementations of SNOMED CT and healthcare providers.
Objectives
To describe the implementation and use of SNOMED CT in an iPad application for the Royal Australasian College of Dental Surgeons
Abstract
The Royal Australasian College of Dental Surgeons (RACDS) is an Australian postgraduate education college for general and specialist dentists. Their trainees in oral and maxillary-facial surgery maintain a logbook of surgical procedures for the educational benefit of the trainees and for the use of external government organisations reviewing the educational activities of the College.

The College needed to transition from a paper-based records to an electronic version, and decided to develop a bespoke iPad application with the help of the University of New South Wales (UNSW) Graduate School of Biomedical Engineering (GSBmE).

The application provides a means for surgical trainees to log their completed surgical procedures using SNOMED CT. This approach attempts to pre-empt the recent shift in Australian e-health to SNOMED classification. The surgical procedures are subclassed into 18 categories, and the aggregate number of procedures in each category are reported to the College electronically. The application  also includes a novel graphical interface that maps anatomic structures and phrases to generate the SNOMED CT procedure names.

Future enhancements will consider shifting to SNODENT and considerations regarding SNODENT’s appropriateness in the context of maxillo-facial surgery are in progress.
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
