• Several practical issues with
retaining last day of the month:

• Multiple instances of concepts being
promoted to INT Edition before being
formally published

• This introduces duplicates into
Extensions, purely because of the
clash of their effectiveTime with the
current INT effectiveTime

• Unnecessary validation overhead to
change the date each month

• No way to extend automated
validation to cover scenarios

• So unless valid business reasons not
to change, this is a sensible
proposal with no known downsides.
